We will be as well 
placed as we can be to give your child learning opportunities that should allow them to continue to progress.  It really will 
be a partnership between home and school next term.

¶  Please monitor the use and storage of your childôs chromebook.  They are extremely difficult to source 

or repair - see note below. 
 

A Quick Comment on Computers 

We were in the fortunate position to have all of our year 6 - 9 students with their own chromebook and to 
have another 100 devices we could send home for our year 3 - 5 students.  You  may have seen us post on 
facebook for a few extra devices so we could cover all of our students.  Simply put we DONôT HAVE ANY 
SPARES!  Please ensure your children treat the chromebooks like ógoldô because in many ways they are.  
Many schools and parents are struggling to buy devices as supply in Australia has rapidly dried up.  We may 
or may not be able to repair a broken device - It is highly unlikely we will be able to replace it, especially in 

the next 3-6 months.  Please treat them with care. 

 

We canôt avoid the impacts of COVID-19, so lets do our best as a home / school team to minimise the impact on the  
students learning.  I think you would agree that our staff have put a lot of time into trying to capture the things that are 
ñimportantò about being a part of Maitland Lutheran School in our online learning, efforts at producing Chapel and Worship, 
and little clips to show the school is still here and functioning.  In other words showing your child that they have the same 
great school to come back to and that the students and teachers will still be here - even if the staff have gone a bit óbattyô 

as seen in their clip.
